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The work Dinosaurs is a colossal installation in which a dinosaur's body has been divided in half and
then spaced into a couple of glass cabinets (10m x2m x 3m) respectively. In terms of the form, the
presentation of this work precisely corresponds to the internationally acclaimed contemporary
artwork The Shark by Damien Hirst. Whereas in Hirst's work a real shark was completely immersed in
formaldehyde startling the creation and viewing of contemporary art and consequently going down in
history, is Xu Zhen reprisal really a cross-examination of art history through imitating Hirst's shark, allowing
the viewers to walk through the dinosaurs entrails¢ " am quite safisfied with the works abundantly boring
quality." said the artist commenting on his own work. In this sense, perhaps the articulation of boredom is
no other than what the artist pursues in his artistic career.
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The artwork is an installation of gigantic dimension which includes an halved dinosaurs set in two glass containers respectively (10m x 2m x 3m). The containers can be
either open in the top or sealed with glass boards. And it is currently sealed in the exhibition space.

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The animal insides filled info the dinosaurs were given preservative freatment. The entire process cost approximately one month. The insides displayed pale yellow colour
like biological specimens.
